Mayor’s Report

Mayor Giese thanked staff and Council and presented a plaque to Howie Reynolds recognizing
his nine years of service as Alderman.
City Administrator’s Report

Administrator Tapson stated that AB260 had passed which will limit the extra-territorial
platting ability of the City. He also reported that the notices of assessed values had been sent to
residents. Reports from the assessor reflect a decrease of approximately 5% in assessed values
but Administrator Tapson cautioned that this will not equal a similar tax decrease. Administrator
Tapson reported that there is currently one vacancy in the Department of Public Works and the
possibility of an additional vacancy in the near future. He stated that he has asked the Director of
the department to review the staffing levels to determine whether the vacancy will need to be
filled. This issue will then be sent to Committee for review.

Alderman Taylor stated that the Committee had reviewed and recommends approval of the
revised Purchase Plan. The changes add language allowing for additional flexibility in awarding
of bids including provisions for competitive written quotations. Alderman Taylor also stated that
the Committee had reviewed draft changes to the Financial Management Policies as well as the
EDRL program. These revisions will be reviewed further at an upcoming meeting.
