elkhorn area fire protection agreement draft revision
Fire Chief Smith presented the draft of the revised agreement for Committee review.  Notable changes in the agreement are the inclusion of the amended formula for expense allocation, the inclusion of Emergency Medical Services and the change of meeting dates.  He stated that the agreement will also be reviewed by the Elkhorn Area Fire Advisory Board.  The agreement will be presented to the Common Council in May.

crime stoppers signage

Information was presented on Crime Stoppers and a sample of the signage was displayed.  The Police Department was asking that posting of Crime Stopper signage be permitted at arterial roadway locations entering the City.  It was stated that the signs are provided at no cost to the City.  After discussion, it was recommended by the Committee that the signs also be placed at the entrance/exit to the industrial park in an effort to deter crime.  Motion (Taylor/McClory) to recommend to Council that the Crime Stopper signage be permitted at arterial roadway locations as well as the industrial park locations.  Motion carried.  It was requested that information on the Crime Stoppers program be sent to the press and information added to the City website after Council action.
